Jehoshaphat, a Ugandan pastor we 
met last summer, has planted a new church in Mayuge in the last six months.  He has

WHEN:  The team will depart June 24th and return to Columbia on July 6th.  We will 
arrive in Kampala, the capital city of Uganda, late on the 25th as the guests of Dave 
and Darlene Eby, missionaries at Westminster Seminary.  The tentative schedule is for 
training on the 26th, travel to Mayuge and worship with the church there on the 27th.  
Clinics and evangelism would be scheduled for the week of the 28th, and we would 
worship with the newly established church in the village on Sunday.  We would be 
returning to Kampala to stay with the Ebys on Sunday.  Monday would be a chance to 
recuperate and sightsee, and we would depart on Tuesday evening. 
 
WHERE:  Uganda is a land-locked country in East Africa, bordered by Kenya, Sudan, 
Congo, Rwanda, and Tanzania.  Mayuge is near Jinga, which is located at the 
headwaters of the Nile River where it originates at Lake Victoria.  Idi Amin was in 
power from 1971 to 1981, and an estimated 300,000 Ugandans lost their lives.  84% of 
Ugandans are ñChristian," 41% classified as Catholic and 43% as Protestant.  The 
national language is English, though many tribal languages are spoken throughout the 
country.

WHAT ARE THE CONDITIONS:  Uganda is a third-world country and the villages have 
fairly primitive facilities.  We may often need to use outdoor toilets, but we should have 
some hot water where we stay at a nearby village, though perhaps not enough to 
shower.  Facilities at the Ebys' are very nice.  The temperatures are pleasant; it may 
get warm during the day and cool at night.  
 

 
  
 
 
WHAT IS THE SPIRITUAL CLIMATE:  A significant revival is taking place in Africa!  
Thousands of Ugandan people are meeting the Lord every year, but the level of 
teaching is very basic.  The people of Uganda are very friendly to Americans and are 
open to the gospel.   
 
WHAT IS THE COST:  The total cost will be about $3500, but First Presbyterian 
Church will pay $1500 of the cost for First members.  Suggestions for raising support 
are included with the application form.
